RailOP for Windows

It’s an independent discussion group.  I don’t control it, but I contribute from time to time.

The attachment to this Email contains a single file, RailOPDemo.Zip. It is a zipped file containing the RailOP Demo program (RailOPD.exe), the RailOP Help file, (RailOP.HLP), and the necessary data files.  If you are unable to unzip a zipped file, let me know, and we can use another procedure.  

After you have downloaded the file, unzip all of the files into the directory of your choice.

After the unzipping finishes, you can look at the list of included files.  


One of the files included is "DemoSteps.Doc", which you should be able to read with Word, Works, or WordPad, and which walks you through the program.  If you don't have any of those programs, the same file is repeated in "DemoSteps.Txt", which you can read with Notepad.  It contains the same information, but it is not formatted as nicely.

Whichever of these files you use, we suggest that you print it out (seven pages) to help you go through the Demo!


If you’re really impatient, you can go directly to “Trains”, and start building and running them!  However, you’ll better understand what’s going on if you go through the DemoSteps.

While the program will run at any screen resolution, it is optimized for 1024 x 768.  At least try to run at a higher resolution that 640 x 480!!

To run the program, execute RailOPD.exe

BE SURE and get RailOP.hlp working!!  This is a standard Windows Help File, which you can run by itself, or of course, from the Demo program.  When you first start RailOPD, click on the green 'Help on "Help"' button for the main reference to using the Help File.  If the program cannot locate the Help file, it will tell you and show you a "Browse" button.  Click it, find the directory containing the Help File, and it will be "connected".  You will only need to do this once -- not every time you run the program.

The Demo Program does everything the regular program does except make changes in some of the basic data files.  You can add or edit locations to see how they work, but you cannot file the data! -- nor can you delete any information that is there.  You can add, edit, or delete Trains and Routes, so you can add new trains, adjust Route information, and you can move cars around, build trains, move engines, and everything a regular operator can do with the existing data.

Most of the questions you may have will be answered in the Help File!!  However, if you have questions, feel free to Email me.  I usually answer promptly!

If you are interested in seeing the instructions for setting up your layout that come with RailOP, Email me and ask for the “SetUp Instructions” (.doc file format only).

The Basic Program is $99 and the Advanced Program is $139.  There is a $5 shipping and handling charge on all orders.  Louisiana residents add 9.5% Sales Tax.
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
